** Barbican Festival - "It Came from Memphis" **





Memphis Tennessee is an overgrown cotton town of donut shops and churches, a most unlikely seedbed for cultural revolution. Yet perhaps no other city has had as great an impact on popular culture. Throughout April 2005, the Barbican will play host to the most significant Memphis music festival ever held in the UK. 





‘It Came From Memphis’ draws upon Robert Gordon’s book of the same name, with a program of six themed nights, five telling the stories of famed recording studios, the sixth devoted to the compelling history of the blues.
